Call to Order

Announcements from Chair

Michelle Parker, Durham County Clerk stated that the she and Mr. Carlton attend County meetings to support and thank committee members, to advise committee members of other opportunities to serve the county and to assist with committee recruitment.  CAC is aware of revisions to the County website that addresses committee work and time requirements.  In addition, the CAC Retention and Recruiting subcommittee has reached out to 2 prospective members.  
Mileage and parking fees are reimbursable.  Jeff will distribute the most recent County reimbursement form with documentation requirements.

Approval of Minutes from March 21, 2017
Minutes from the 3-21-2017 meeting were reviewed.  Marjorie Lipscomb motioned to accept the 3-21-2017 minutes and was seconded by Gwen Price. Meeting minutes were approved. 
Visitation Reports

Sub-Committee Work Session

A.  Education—Rights #15, #16 and #17 were discussed, particularly as it relates to the teams conducting their visits.  In summary, the Residents Rights document is the core of what the committee does.  The 1-page condensed Adult Care Home Bill of Rights was distributed.  AARP article “Deadly Drugs Misused in U.S.  Nursing Facilities” was discussed.   
B. Recruitment and Retention—sub-committee reviewed 2 resumes of prospective members and reached out to these prospective members.  Feedback was the time of the monthly meeting and the time/work requirements of this working committee.     
C. Special Projects—will develop a calendar to include lists of contacts, dates for annually scheduled activities and schedule of preparation for holiday outreach events.

Matthew Thompson reported that there is no new business.

Ombudsman Report

Pam Palmer is now the official Ombudsman to the committee.  She is supervised by Triangle J Council of Governments and reports to the State’s Ombudsman.  
Pam reviewed some of the functions of Visitation Reports and Quarterly Activity Reports.  All reports are submitted to the statewide reporting system (OTIS) which tracks numbers of visited facilities, number of visited  residents, listed areas of concern and other actions taken.  The public also has access to these reports.
