Update on Dementia Inclusive Durham (Amanda Borer)

The Dementia Inclusive Durham (DID) has received a small grant to work with the East End Neighborhood.  DID continues to increase its community outreach to all types of stakeholders in the Durham communities.
Update of Farmer’s Market Awareness (Chris Jones)    

The Durham County Adult Care Home and Nursing Home Committees jointly worked at the Durham Farmers Market on Saturday, June 9 and June 16.  Results of this activity were that the committee members discussed the purposes of these committees with market attendees and identified potential members for these committees.  ACH members attending were: Chris Jones, Jeffrey Austin and Anne Schneider.  
Review of Process for Making and Reporting Visits (Martha Simpson and Anne Schneider)
Team

a. Vice-Chair assigns new members.
b. Teams should have a leader.  The team leader takes the initiative on scheduling the required visits.
c. 50% or more of team members should participate in home visits.  A minimum of 2 members are required for visits.
d. If the teams cannot schedule all required visits, team leaders can send out a request for visit assistance to all committee members.   
e. Secretary (or Assistant Secretary) will assign new homes to teams and will advise teams of these assignments. 
Process
a. Visits are made.
b. A team member volunteers to write the report, distributes to team by email for feedback.

c. Report –writer gets feedback from a reasonable number of team members or waits a reasonable amount of time.  Feedback includes, but not limited to providing no identifying family and adults care home resident information such as demographics, using team initials. 
d. Report-writer distributes report to entire committee via achcac@googlegroups.com. Committee will review all reports prior to the next committee meeting.  (Out of courtesy to the committee, this distribution should happen at least 5 days before the next meeting. If the visit report has not been distributed before the monthly meeting, the visit report will be presented at the next meeting. )  The Secretary or Assistant Secretary will reply to the report-writer and leadership team that the report has been received and will be ready for reporting.    

e. Secretary (or Assistant Secretary) updates tracker and at next meeting calls on members for oral report.     
ACH Specialist Report (Matthew Thompson)
Tender Mercies #2 has had its license revoked.

NuCare will let its license lapse by the end of August 1, 2018.

All visitation reports are posted on the Durham County website.  Whenever possible, have reports in a PDF format for easier posting.

Ombudsman Report (Pam Palmer)

Pam reviewed the usage of the Resident Consent Form—DAAS 9112.  In most cases, the committee member asks oral permission from the resident to refer the complaint to the Ombudsman.
