Old Business

Subcommittee
The members met in sub-committees.  The following reports were made of the small-group discussions:
--Education
The Education Sub-committee continues to review several of the Residents’ Rights during each meeting for the benefit of all members.  They read Residents’ Rights 5 and 6 and expounded on them, referencing the University of NC publication, “Disclosing Protective Services Information:  A Guide for North Carolina Social Services Agency” (http://www.sog.unc.edu/publications/books/disclosing-protective-services). An existing bi-fold Residents’ Rights brochure will be distributed at the 10-15-16 Durham Farmers Market.    
--Recruitment and Retention
The committee is working on a recruitment pamphlet explaining the role and the required duties of the committee with a completion target date of mid-October.  An Exit Interview for newly resigned members could also serve as a tool to improve retention.

--Special Projects
October is Residents’ Rights month.  Committee members will distribute the Residents’ Rights brochure at the 10-15-16 Durham Farmers Market. 
Jennifer Ashley gave updates on the Dementia Inclusive Durham (DID) Task Force and distributed a draft of its Long Term Care Community Needs Assessment.

On 7-29-2016, Gwen Price and Martha Simpson responded to the Clerk to the Board of County Commissioners with a summary of the average time expectations for an active committee member.  The summary read:

Marjorie Lipscomb reported that the Nomination Committee has received some names for the committee offices.  The CAC will vote on the officers in October and will take their positions in November.
