Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order by Jeffrey Austin, Chair at 9:05 a.m.  A quorum was present 10 attendees/14 active members.
Dementia Inclusive Durham

Carmelita Karhoff gave the October, 2017 project update on the Dementia Inclusive Durham (DID) project.  DID is a collaborative effort among stakeholders (including but not limited to Nursing Home providers, Durham Co Senior Center, Adult Protective Services) with the goal to become a community that is inclusive to all those who live here, specifically those living with Dementia.  

A training and development session for the long term center sector will be held on 12/7/2017 at the Forests at Duke. Key note speaker is Dr. Allan Powers.  The Forests at Duke has donated $5,000 to start the project and the conference.  The DID steering committee thanks The Forests for its donation.

Community Advisory Committee (CAC) HB 248 Update

Ombudsman Pam Palmer reviewed updated CAC updated guidelines as summarized in HB428. Committee members signed a Statement of Attestation that acknowledged that they have been trained and agree to follow the CAC processes.  This included: Certification and Designation Process, Appointment Process, Suspension of Designation Process, Reinstatement of Designation Process and Removal of Designation Process.

Noteworthy items are: CAC members are required to attend 75% of scheduled meetings.  CAC members must record a minimum of 10 hours of training annually that is easily documented on the quarterly activity report.

Nominating Committee for 2018 Officers 
Gwen Price, Christa Gaston and Ashely Gentile will serve as the nominating committee for officers.  They will report their results at the November, 2017 meeting.
September 26, 2017 Triangle J Area Agency on Aging Leadership Conference-  Attending the conference was Martha Simpson and Anne Schneider.  The theme for the conference was Emergency Preparedness.   It was suggested that visiting teams inquire about ACH’s and FCH’s knowledge of their respective disaster plans.
Proclamation for Long Term Care for Residents Month—On October 9, 2017, Chairperson Jeff Austin on behalf of the Durham County CAC prepared a proclamation that was presented to the Deputy of the Board of County Commissioners stating that October is long term residents’ care rights month.

Ethical and Open Record considerations—The CAC meetings are classified as following the Open Record Law.  This means that meeting minutes can be read by the public and that meeting dates and locations are to be publicized.  In order to preserve confidentiality, the committee has the authority to go into a closed session.  Members are also reminded to limit email usage as it relates to board action.
