Call to Order 
The meeting was called to order by Gwendolyn Price at 9:10 a.m.  

Approval of Minutes from November 18, 2016

Minutes from the 11-18-2016 meeting were reviewed and approved. 
Holiday Fellowship and Farewell to Carmelita Karhoff

Each committee members brought a dish for the holiday fellowship.  Carmelita Karhoff was presented with a gift basket and plant as a symbol of the committee’s appreciation for her service over the past seven years.  Gwen Price spoke on behalf of the committee and recognized Carmelita’s commitment, professionalism and guidance.
Visitation Reports

Team 1 reported on a visit to Faith Homes and Rehabilitation III on 12/15/16. This was a second attempt to visit and speak with residents.
Team 2 reported on a visit to Tender Mercies II on 12/15/16.  In an effort to visit the home Team 2 made a second attempt.  No one was home on second attempt.
Committee reports were accepted.
New Business

The committee elected new officers for the 2017.  Jeff Austin was elected Chair, Martha Simpson as Vice-chair and Anne Schneider was elected Secretary.  Each were unopposed and received a unanimous vote.

ACH Specialist’s Report

Matthew Thompson reported that the suspension has been lifted for NuCare Family Care Home.  The home does not have residents at this time but they are free to operate.  Team 2 can include them in the visitation schedule.  Richardson Family Care Home is now Pleasant Valley Living and should be included in the visitation schedule for Team 4. Matthew stated that the website has been updated.
Ombudsman Report

Carmelita Karhoff distributed Confidentiality and Conflict of Interest Statements at the beginning of the meeting and explained the need for Triangle J to have updated statements on file.  There was a question regarding final bulleted item on the confidentiality statement.  In our role as a CAC member, we may not report abuse, neglect and/or exploitation without the consent of the resident. Carmelita explained to the group that the key reference is our role as a CAC member.  We would share with the administrator and with the ombudsman. In following this procedure, the issue of confidentiality is maintained and the suspected abuse, neglect or exploitation will be addressed and reported to Social Services for investigation.  

Carmelita Karhoff requested that Dementia Inclusive Durham (DID) be added to each ACH CAC agenda.  CAC members Amanda Borer and Jennifer Ashley serve on the Dementia Inclusive Durham committee and can provide updates. The Geriatric Workforce Enhancement Program is considering a funding request to bring Dr. G. Allen Power back to Durham.  Jennifer Ashley gave an update on the DID project.  The committee meets the second Tuesday every other month at the Durham Center for Senior Life.  Some pilot sites have been established The Project will add Family Care Homes as capacity permits.  Some tentative homes were discussed.  The first section of the action plan looks at nursing homes, the second section addresses adult care homes (family care and assisted living) and the third section focuses on the faith based community.  

Carmelita’s stated her retirement date with Triangle J is December 30, 2016.  She is working diligently to complete as many tasks as possible.  Her replacement has not been selected. After some discussion and request for one ombudsman to serve as the CAC contact, Carmelita stated she would make that recommendation on our behalf.  
Carmelita asked Matthew Thompson about the status of having the site with visitation reports updated.  Matthew stated that the site is being updated.  Carmelita shared that when she receives the visitation reports from the teams, she approves and submits a redacted report for posting on the site.  The site should reflect two years of reports.  Currently that would be 2016 and 2017 visits.  Carmelita stated she will work on Visitation Tracking Report to ensure adult care home and family care home names are updated.
