Preliminary Treatment

What is Preliminary Treatment?

Preliminary treatment is a crucial first step in the wastewater treatment
process, which ensures downstream systems run smoothly and operate
effectively. Its primary purpose is to remove large debris, grit, and solids that
could damage equipment or hinder subsequent treatment stages.

What does it involve?

This stage typically involves:

e Screening: Removing large objects like plastics, rags, and other debris.

e Grit Removal: Separating sand, gravel, and other heavy inorganic
materials that can cause wear and tear on pumps and pipes.

 Flow Equalization: Balancing the flow rate to optimize treatment
performance downstream.
