RESOURCE CONSERVATION WORKSHOP

The Resource Conservation Workshop (RCW) is a weeklong camp for
students who are interested in conservation; the environment &/or
our state’s natural resources. It's sponsored by the NC Division of Soil
and Water Conservation and the NC Association of Soil and Water
Conservation Districts.

The RCW targets hopeful future environmental professionals by giving
students a first-hand look at a wide array of conservation careers that
they may not know about.

: Since the camp takes place on the campus of NC State University, it
also gives students a chance to explore college life while staying over night in the dorms.

The Durham Soil and Water Conservation District Board of Supervisors are committed to sponsoring at least
one Durham County student delegate per year who wants to attend the workshop. The Durham SWCD will
pay all registration fees. The student will be responsible for a few meals on their own and transportation to
and from NCSU at the start and end of camp.

IS THE RCW RIGHT FOR YOU? (ELIGIBILITY)

If you have an interest in nature, the environment, natural resource conservation or are thinking about pur-
suing a college education in any of these areas then this camp is for you!

e Students may participate only one time in this workshop.

e Priority will be given to rising seniors, but rising sophomores and
juniors may apply.

MEALS

During the week, all meals will be provided in conjunc-

tion with the workshop.

INSURANCE

Students will be covered (except for pre-existing
conditions) on and off campus throughout the du-
ration of the workshop. Coverage includes up to
$2,500 accidental and $500 sickness. Medical ser-
vices may be provided at the University Infirmary
or other health care facilities.

CLOTHING

OUTDOOR STUDY TRIPS: There will be activities in
the field Monday through Thursday. There will be a
considerable amount of walking and outdoor expo-
sure so you should bring a cap or hat, full-length
jeans, comfortable closed-toe shoes, socks long
enough to cover over pant legs to protect from
ticks, and sunscreen to protect against sunburn.
You may also want to bring insect repellent.

FRIDAY A.M. AND LUNCH: Casual clothing.

RECREATION: Basketball, volleyball, frisbee,
swimming, etc. If you wish to participate, bring
appropriate clothing. Students may bring basket-
balls, footballs, frisbees, etc. for after hours
recreation

SCHOLARSHIPS

At the end of each camp students are asked to take
a test on their knowledge of the subject matters
covered during the week. The top scoring student
will receive scholarship funds for collage.

Additionally, selected students will be eligible for a
number of other scholarships only available to
RCW participants. The scholarships are based on
need and/or participation during the week.

*Please note that scholarship funds are received
when the student enrolls in college, and must be
claimed within 5-years of the award date.

COST

The RCW is free for students. The cost of the work-
shop is paid for by the sponsoring district. This in-
cludes room, linens, instructional supplies, insur-
ance and planned meal functions. A refrigerator
and microwave are provided in most rooms.
